Orthopedics, a Texas-based '
corporation, issued a recall of
their Inter-Op artificial hip.
They have also notified the U.S.
Food and Drug Administration
of this recall. They are recalling
the Inter-Op replacement
because of oil contamination
that occurred during the
manufacturing process. This
contamination can cause
loosening and failure of the hip
implants. According to Sulzer,
approximately 17,500 of these
contaminated devices have been
surgically implanted.
